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Step 1: The walk begins at Kew Bridge Station.
The station is not step-free but various buses stop
here.

Step 2: Turn right from the station onto Kew
Bridge Road.

Step 3: Turn left to cross Kew Bridge Road
towards the white and glass curved building on
the opposite side.

Step 4: Turn right along Kew Bridge Road towards
the big tower ahead.

Step 5: Bear slight left to take the pedestrian
path, continuing forward.

Step 6: This big tower is part of the old Kew
Bridge Pumping Station, now home to the
Museum of Water & Steam. Worth a visit if you
have time.

Step 7: Continue along Kew Bridge Road enjoying
the shapes of the trees.

Step 15: After you've wandered through the park,
head to the exit back onto Kew Bridge Road
through the lovely ornate archway.

Step 10: Continue into the park downbhill with the
Tg]ames on your left. Follow the path left towards
the river.

Step 11: Here you'll find Brentford Ait, an island in
the Thames. Look out for the interpretation board
to learn more about it.

Step 12: Brentford Ait is a long uninhabited ait
(island) in the River Thames, with no buildings.
Can you see any interesting birds?

Step 13: Continue along the Thames Path. There’s
a playground in the middle of the park for a fun
stop with the kids.

Step 18: Turn right passing between the bollards
to reach the Thames once again.

Step 20: Continue with the Thames on your left
and modern buildings on your right.

Step 21: Now we’ll take a small detour to see a
sculpture. Head left down this little cobbled path.

Step 22: Here you'll find the Liquidity sculpture by
Simon Packard. A rippling sculpture, hand cut
with patterns of curved lines and swimming fish.

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Step 24: Head back in the direction you came Step 31: Turn left onto Brentford High Street and
from to continue the walk. continue until you reach Catherine Wheel Road.

Step 25: Turn left to stay on the Thames Path.

Step 26: Follow the path as it turns left, then left
again around the boat yard.

Step 27: From here you can get another view of
the sculpture.

Step 28: Continue along the Thames Path with
the river to your left.

Step 29: Keep following the Thames Path to the
right. Check out the boat warehouses across the
river.

Step 30: Continue ahead as the path leads past
some modern buildings. Keep straight ahead
towards Brentford High Street.

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Step 32: Turn left onto Catherine Wheel Road and
continue until you reach The Brewery Tap.

Step 33: Pop into The Brewery Tap if you fancy a
pub stop.

Step 34: Just after the pub you’ll see a little
footbridge that takes you on a small detour to
Johnson’s Island.

Step 35: Johnson’s Island is an artist’'s community
set on a tiny island on the Grand Union Canal.

Step 36: Walk to the end for a great view of the
Thames Lock.

Step 37: Head back towards the pub.

Step 38: Continue back up Catherine Wheel Road
towards Brentford High Street.

Step 39: Take the first left onto Bradbury Yard.

Step 46: Cross the road towards the Holiday Inn
and bear right on the other side to head down to
the canal.
